What is the Faith Promise Offering for Missions? 

"The Faith Promise Offering for Missions is the amount you 
promise to give by faith above your tithes during the coming year to the world-evangelization program 
of Grace church." Faith Promise is an amount of money that you believe God will provide over and 
above your normal income for that year. It is amount of money that God will provide through you to our 
Grace Missions Family. This is Faith in action!  

A.  FAITH is biblical, it is what we look to God alone for.  We are saved by faith, we live by faith, we walk 
by faith and without faith it is impossible to please God - whatever is not of faith is sin.  (Romans 1:17; 2 
Corinthians 5:7; Hebrews 11:6; Romans 14:23) 
B.  PROMISE definitely has biblical support.  (Psalm 76:11) 
C.  OFFERINGS are certainly biblical. (Malachi 3:8-10) 

Faith Promise Offerings provide congregation members the opportunity to intentionally assess before 
the Lord what He would have them to give throughout the coming year to missions I.E. the GRACE 
MISSIONS FAMILY. At a given time each year the church conduct a ‘Mission Focus Week’ whereby the 
church Missions Program is the focus of the church teaching.   On the final day of the missions focus 
week congregation members are encouraged to record on a ‘Faith Promise Card’ the amount they sense 
the Lord would have them give throughout the following year.     The cards are collected and the total 
amount becomes the Faith Promise target for the following year.   (This ‘target’ should not be pushed, 
as this is to be faith driven and provided in Gods timing). 

¶ Missions is at the very heart of our Faith Promise Offering.  What is closer to the heart of God 

than missions?   (John 3:16; Romans 10:1) 

¶ The Faith Promise Offering is over and above your tithes.  (Malachi 3:8-10) 

¶ The Faith Promise Offering is based upon faith.   (2 Corinthians 8:1-11)

Palawan, The Palawano People in the Philippines live in a remote village in the Palawan Mountains. 
They are considered an Unreached tribe. For The last 4 years there have been NTM Missionaries 
working in this tribe, learning their language and culture.  The exciting part about this outreach is that 
this tribe will be hearing the Gospel in their own Language for the first time early next year.  
  
Our Neighbours, assists and cares for abandoned babies, orphans and vulnerable children in need of 
care in Bulawayo Zimbabwe, and the surrounding areas. Isaiah’s Umuzi Wothando (Isaiah’s Homes of 
Love) where we have a babies home for abandoned babies where they are lovingly cared for and we 
assist to facilitate fostering and adoption, and ‘forever homes’ where abandoned and orphaned children 
are cared for in a family environment;
