
 



OVERVIEW 

The DVD Curriculum focuses on developing a culture of revival and a lifestyle of the supernatural through teaching on our 

identity in Christ, how to walk in signs & wonders, and Bible study. There is also a strong emphasis on healing, developing a 

prophetic culture, and demonstrating the gospel with power. At Grace our goal is to see “His Kingdom come, here on earth as 

in Heaven.”  

The academic instruction at BSSM is unique because it is taught by apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and teachers - not 

by professors or theologians. This gives the teaching a kind of living perspective with five-fold distinctions. BSSM has many 

powerful guest speakers throughout the year but the primary teaching is accomplished through our twenty-two staff 

members. 

The students receive a great deal of historic commentary and insight into the scriptures but they are also immersed in a 

revelatory culture where the Holy Spirit becomes the chief instructor and tour guide. He causes His Kingdom to come alive 

through the pages of the Bible. GSSM students learn how to read, understand, and “do” the Bible - how to cast out demons, 

witness, heal the sick, prophesy, preach, pray, practice His presence and much more. 

School of Ministry focuses on assimilating the core values of the Kingdom into the heart of the Believer and establishing 

God’s Royal identity in the mind of each student. Students will receive the gifts of the Spirit and learn how to walk in the 

power of God. 

Grace Church seeks to be a church that knows how to Host the Presence of the Lord. This course will encourage a culture

COURSE TOPICS 

 

Gifts of the Spirit: This is a study of the purpose and place of the ministry of the Holy Spirit in the church, along with practical 

instruction on cooperating and flowing with the Spirit, which enables the student to become a vessel He can use. 

God's Government - Spiritual Authority in the Church: The restoration of the apostolic order in the church will be studied, as 

well as topics such as honoring men and women of God, God's method of promotion, and scriptural submission and 

accountability. 

History of Revival and Revivalists: This is an in-depth study of moves of God in recent church history, including biographical 

studies of noted men and women of the faith who impacted generations with their life, message and ministry. 

Ministering in the Prophetic: The nature and calling of the biblical prophets will be studied as well as the role of the 

prophetic in the church today. Students will learn to minister in revelatory gifts as the Spirit leads through principles and 

practice. 

Prayer and Intercession: This is a presentation of the foundational importance of prayer in the life of every believer, which 

will also discuss the varied aspects of prayer, intercession, and travail. 

Principles of Praise and Worship: This is a course examining the biblical foundation for praise and worship, including renewal 

trends in the church. It will also examine the necessity of believers living a "lifestyle of worship." 

Restoring the Desolated Cities - National and International Missions: This is a study, discussion and practice of the apostolic 

principles of missionaries and emphasizes understanding the believer's call to reach the lost. Topics will include: the biblical 

basis for local and foreign missions, stateside preparation, social and cultural adjustments, family principles, missions 

methods, etc. 

Signs and Wonders - Special Emphasis on the Healing Ministry: This focuses on the foundations of the Old Testament and 

the fulfillment and practical outworking of the ministry of the miraculous in the New 

Testament. 

The "Sozo" Ministry: This curriculum developed by Forerunner Ministries will explore the inner workings of Jesus' ministry of 

salvation, healing and deliverance in students' personal lives. It will also involve training the students to minister using these 

truths. 

HANDS-ON OUTREACH MINISTRY: Opportunities include - assistance with Adult, Youth and Children's classes, worship, 

street ministry and the ministry of helps. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



COURSE COMMITMENT 

 
 

The Grace School of Supernatural Ministry (GSSM), featuring DVD Curriculum from the Bethel School of Supernatural 

Ministry”  is a 2 Year school where students can safely take risks as they learn and develop a lifestyle of character and 

supernatural ministry.  Each of the 112 classes (each class session is 2.5 hours in length, is captured in DVD format with a 

Teacher’s Manual and a Student Manual to accompany the sessions. Chapter Selections that coordinate with the Lecture 

Notes, Review Questions & Answers, and Activation & Discussion material also add to the effectiveness of the curriculum.  

Class sessions will be held weekly on Tuesday nights starting at 6.00pm and finishing at 9pm. This will be reviewed as we 
launch into the course and get a feel for what needs to be done.  School will run in line with School terms and break for the 
school holidays. 

Reading on your own time is expected and is a large part of our curriculum. There are approximately 1200 pages of 

mandatory reading throughout the year. That works out to 5 pages of reading everyday of the 240 days from beginning to 

graduation. That’s on top of 1-2 chapters of the Word daily. So plan on reading 15-30 minutes a day minimum. Thankfully, it’s 

all amazing, transforming content. 

Students read the entire Bible in this program along with approximately 12 additional books. Students will be active in the life 

of the church. Students will participate in practical outreach ministry and a large emphasis of the course is about putting into 

practice what you learn! 

Each student will be expected to meet with Mentors through the 2 years. These mentors are to help you through the course 

content and hold you accountable to your course. They may also help appraise assignments which will eventually lead to the 

awarding of your certificate. Mentors are important and a necessity for the course. 

This course will require a strong commitment and willingness to work hard and should be taken seriously. The amount of 
work required will be comparable to most 2 year bible college courses. 

COURSE FACILITATORS 

Your Course facilitators will be Chris Pattinson and Todd Murray. Chris brings a wealth of experience due to his Background in 

Education and Counselling. Chris is a member of Grace Church and currently teaches at Heritage Christian School. Chris’ 

involvement and leadership will bring an element of professionalism and teaching integrity to the course. 

 

CERTIFICATION 

 

To be eligible to receive a Certificate of Completion, students must meet the following criteria: 

1. Satisfactorily complete 2 years of study and read a minimum of 10 out of 13 Books. 
2. Participation in outreach and inreach ministries. 
3. Class attendance requirements fulfilled (see page under Attendance). 
4. Meet regularly with mentors throughout the course to help guide you through.

POLICIES 

 
1. Being absent from 2 or more classes each term could result in failing the course. If students are away or sick provision will 
be provided for them to catch up at home. 
 
2. Students will seek to "be imitators of God" with "not even a hint of sexual immorality, or any kind of impurity," living as 
"children of light" and finding out "what pleases the Lord" (Ephesians 5:1-12). This standard governs our personal and public 
life. 
 
3. There will be no refund for anyone wishing to quit the course once payment received.  
 
4. Students will need to meet with a mentor on a minimum monthly basis. 
 

COURSE COSTS 

 
The two year course for an Individual will cost $800. A married couple $1200.  Please note, course cost may change 
depending on the level of registrations.  
 
There is an additional cost of $20 per Student Manual, a total of 14 manuals need to be purchased over the two years. Books 
listed on the book list are not covered in the initial registration and will be an extra cost to you. 
 
If anyone is struggling to pay the amount, we are very happy to work with you to include you in this course. Also, if you are 
able to afford a little more we would appreciate a donation towards those who cannot afford the full amount.
